Prince Henry the Navigator
Traveled from Venice, Italy all the way across Asia in from
1271 to 1295, and visited Persia, China, and India.
Bartholomeu Dias
A 15th century Portuguese prince who trained sailors in navi-
gation, and organized over 50 voyages of exploration. He
Vasco da Gama searched for a water route to Asia by traveling around
Africa.

Traveled from Spain to the New World, arriving in the Bahao-
mas in 1492. He led a total of 4 voyages to the New World,
from 1492 to 1504.

Amergio Vespucci

Leif Ericson Traveled around the Cape of Good Hope and reached India
from 1497 to 1499, and succeeded in finding a sea route to
Africa.

Ferdinand Magellan
Led the first expedition around the world, fraveling west from
Portugal, from 1519-1522.

Vasco NUnez de Balboa
Crossed the Isthmus of Panama to the Pacific Oceanin 1513.
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
